When the translator selects one or more words in the source segment to perform a Concordance 

Search in the Translation Memory (TM) and the Termbase (TB), the system retrieves segment 

pairs that match the search criteria.

Click the icon   for a fuzzy search in TM/TB 

(Ctrl + K).

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 Selecting a string and using the keyboard shortcut CTRL+K for a fuzzy search or 

CTRL+SHIFT+K for an exact search.  
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 Click on a search result to present the text in the lower pane. 
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TB metadata will appear in the lower pane, including TB name, date of creation, and date of 

modification.

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Wildcard Search 
 

 Wildcard search is supported.  

 Asterisks *, question marks ? and quotes " " are supported in search queries. The 

symbol * is limited to five uses and ? to ten. 

 An asterisk represents zero or more characters in a search expression. 

Example: 

Searching for contract* will find not only contract but also contracts and contractual. 

 A question mark may be used to represent a single character in a search expression. 

 

Example: 

 

Searching for ho?se will find both house and horse. 

 

 Quotations will search for the exact phrase. 

 

Example: 

 

Searching for "small car" will not find small blue car. 

 

Searching without quotations for small car will return any segments containing the word
